Crimes committed in Shopping Centres  
 

Sunninghill’s crime statistics have been steadily dropping over the past few years; however the crimes that continue to haunt us are 
those of theft of motor vehicles and theft out of motor vehicles 90% of which occur in shopping centres.  As with many crimes if 
motorists heeded the many warnings published in the press and local newsletters these crimes would no longer exist.  The crime that 
appears on the top of the list of crime stats is theft out of motor vehicle where remote blocking/jamming devices are used.  The scam 
works as follows, when a person leaves the vehicle and pushes the remote to activate the vehicles locking system a criminal pushes a 
remote at the same time effectively blocking the signal of the locking remote. You think your car is locked but it is not! Take care more 
and more insurance companies do not cover these losses.  In order to avoid becoming a victim of this crime never push the 
remote locking whilst walking away from the vehicle and check that the vehicle is locked by testing the door before walking away 
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In Sunninghill the shopping centre were you are least likely to be a victim of crime is the 
Sunninghill Village Shopping centre and this is not only due to the fact that they have good 
cameras and security infrastructure but a Security Manager who continues to impress Sunninghill 
Community Security time after time.  Any criminal visiting this shopping centre is taking a huge risk 
as Mr Moholo is everywhere all the time and has personally been responsible for not only stopping 
crime from taking place but has been responsible for the arrest of a number of criminals who have
