Residential burglaries and violent crimes, after spiking slightly last month 

have returned down to their previous low levels.  Sunninghill Community 

however, continues to battle with smash and grabs and theft out of 

motor vehicles. In the past week alone 6 incidents of theft out of motor 

vehicles and two smash and grabs were reported to the Sandton Saps.  

We once again call on all residents to NOT KEEP VALUABLES IN SIGHT 

when driving through intersections.  Generally victims of smash and 

grabs have something of value in view of criminals at intersections.  We 

also urge you to not take your laptop with you when you visit shopping 

centres.  Ensure that when you attempt locking your vehicle IT IS INDEED 

LOCKED.  Make sure the locking has not been jammed by the notorious 

remote locking jamming devices being used by criminals.  There have 

been many articles in the news, in our emails etc about this and yet the 

theft of laptops out of vehicles where the victims are amazed because 

they locked their cars continue and is increasing at an alarming rate.  

Check your vehicle is locked, or better still, lock your vehicle with your 

key and if possible don’t carry your laptop with you.
