Each vehicle is clearly marked by sector and details the cell phone contact number.  THIS IS THE FIRST PORT OF CALL IN REPORTING INCIDENTS AND SUPERCEDES 10111.  The dedicated vehicles for Sector 1 are clearly marked with the markings SD22 cell number 071 675 6094 and SD73 cell number 071 675 6093.  Please put both of these numbers for SD22 and SD73 into your cell phones.  If you need police assistance you would phone these numbers.  I would however recommend that after you have phoned these numbers, you still phone 10111 so that should something go wrong we can trace your call.

Housebreakings and violent crime down but theft of and out of motor vehicles up considerably.


The incidents of housebreakings and all forms of violent crime are down significantly compared to the same period last year, however the entire Sandton and this includes Sunninghill has seen a dramatic increase in all forms of vehicle theft. Please ensure that you physically see or hear your car lock or better still lock your vehicle with its key before moving away from your vehicle and be observant of your surroundings, these criminals can block your remote locking from up to 5 meters away. 





There have been a number of crimes committed in our neighbouring suburbs where criminals posing as selling items ring people’s intercoms to ascertain if they are at home before breaking in.  We have to date not had any such reports in Sunninghill but the Sandton SAPS has issued a warning on this.  Should you be aware of anyone ringing intercoms in your street or complex, please phone Savika immediately and they will investigate and as per saps instructions detain them if necessary until the saps arrive.











Sunninghill Community was donated a SA Mandela Gold Coin and decided to award this gold coin to the complex/residents that contribute the most towards the upliftment of our suburb.
